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Planning Your Garden
When planning your garden, it is important to remember the key elements of design.

Unity allows the elements of the garden to form a unified, coherent whole. Parts of the garden should relate to other
parts to result in a “visual sense” for the viewer.

Color can create unity in your garden. Add it in the form of ceramics, cast stone, or plants cascading from terra
cotta planters.

- Stained glass or crackle glass can add some true dazzle. Choose from gazing balls, hummingbird feeders, yard
stakes or glass birdbaths.

Contrast, such as a variety of big, small, short and tall items bring a garden to life.
Light and dark, bright and dull pieces bring interest, and contrasting textures
attract the eye and keep it moving throughout the garden.

Height is usually the overlooked factor that makes a garden truly spectacular.
Remember, too much contrast is overwhelming and too little is boring. Our staff
can help you find just the right pieces.
